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 Dear Parishioner, 
      This weekend, we welcome Fr. David Swantek back to St. Mary Parish.  Our 
 first exposure to Fr. David was last May when he gave the homily at the first Mass 
 of Fr. Larry Polansky.  He wooed all present with his words and presentation.  We feel 
 very fortunate  that Fr. Swantek was able to arrange his schedule at Mary, Mother of the 
 Church, Middletown, N.J. and join us to give this, his first ever mission.

Mountain hikes are 
 challenging – that is why you may have to rearrange some things in your own life to  
 participate.  Our mission is an effort to call us from the comforts of home and invite 
 and challenge us to discover Jesus anew so that His way may become our way of life. 
 
      Like the Gospel character – May we follow Him up the road.  All journeys begin 
 with the first step.
