St. Mary’s parishioner, Kayla DeFeo, is a six-year ottl gi
who has been battling an acute form of leukemia since she
was two. Kayla was first diagnosed in February, 2006 and
began undergoing extensive treatment, including
chemotherapy, until eventually her cancer went into
remission. Unfortunately, in early 2008, Kayla relapsed.
In late August of that year, she received a bone marrow
transplant, and it was successful. Happily, Kayla is now
cancer free, although she continues to struggle with the
long-term effects of the transplant, especially a little
weight gain and a recent more serious flare up of het graf
vs. host disease.
Cancer is the number one drain on the Red Cross Blood
supply. In order to try to pay back, somewhat, all of the
blood transfusions Kayla had received, her mother Debby
began running Blood Drives at St. Mary's in Kayla’'s
honor shortly after her initial diagnosis. Donors are
needed to help supplement the Red Cross Blood supply
and help cancer patients like Kayla. In the Northeast, the
Red Cross must import blood from other regions of the
country in order to meet local need, as there are not
sufficient donations here. Kayla also needs our prayers thal
she remains cancer free. Please sign up to donate afte
Masses starting next weekend, or if contacted by phone or
email.
