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Dear Parishioner: 

 
Unemployment has grown significantly in the past year.  Here at St. Mary’s, we have addressed  
the problem in our parish by providing employment information and assistance via our bulletin  
board and through the bulletin itself.  However, given that: 

 
a) Unemployment is now at 10.2% nationally and at 9.8% in New Jersey 
b) There are 6 unemployed people for every open position in the U.S. 
c) Many companies have reduced wages by 10% or more 
d) Many companies have reduced work hours to 32 hours per week 
e) Until there is full employment (return to original wages and at least 40 hours/week) companies l 

will not start to hire as in the past 

I believe we need to do more to help the unemployed not only find work but have a strategy to do  
so.  Through the Knights of Columbus and our sister parish, St. Thomas More, we are combining  
efforts to provide this service to those in need of employment help.  At St. Thomas, Tom Wittenberg  
leads the ministry and is going to help in our parish, too.  This includes meeting one-on-one with  
those who desire help with resumes, career coaching, networking, bouncing ideas off of a third party, 
or just talking to someone about the frustrations of the search.  In addition, there are monthly group  
meetings at St. Thomas for the larger group to sound off, network, and get group input on problems  
or ideas.   

 
Tom started this when he lost his job as an executive earlier this year.  He has spent a good portion 
of his career mentoring and coaching individuals on careers, developing networks across a broad  
spectrum of industries, and understanding that a job search today is vastly different than it was even  
1-2 years ago.   He is available as needed, so if interested or if you know of anyone either inside or  
outside the parish who can benefit from this, he can be contacted directly at:
